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Junior Public Speaking Competition  

Anyone who knows Mrs Williams will know how hard it is to silence her, yet she was well and truly silenced in 
her classroom one week this term! This was as a result of the public speaking competition taking place and 
the reason for the silence was the performance of the little girl standing at the front of the classroom. All 
children in Years 3, 4 and 5 had been asked to write and deliver a speech on a subject of their choice. They 
had been given suggestions, but were free to choose something more personal if they wished. They had been 
given guidance as to the characteristics of a good speech and had been told the criteria that would be used to 
mark it. 

Public speaking is a very important and useful skill for life, and even if not directly useful as an adult, the 

confidence it gives and the skills it teaches certainly will be useful in all walks of life. Even as adults, there are 

some who will stand up in front of an audience without a second thought, and others who would rather visit 

the dentist! Of course the same is true for children and, as staff, we knew that there were some for whom just 

standing up in front of the class would be a real ordeal and achievement. But, in many ways, those were the 

children who would benefit most from the experience! 

The first round took place in front of just the childrenôs own classmates and teacher and from that, 2 per class 
were chosen to go through to the semi-finals. These took place, in year groups, in the auditorium and the 
whole year group listened to the speeches for their year group. 3 children were chosen to represent each year 
group in the final. 

Mr Prowse very kindly agreed to adjudicate the final and he picked one winner from each year group. All the 
teachers agreed that the aims and objectives of the competition had been met and in each class there were 
some wonderful surprises. From the confident ones who stood up and wowed us with their presence and 
talent to those who, a week before, were refusing to take part, they all did their very best and gained a lot from 
the experience. 

I know all the teachers found it very difficult to decide on their winners and no one envied Mr Prowse his task 
in the final. The standard was very high and all the children did extremely well. All children who won their 
class heats received a certificate, as did the finalists. There were also óCertificates of Achievementô for those 
children who performed particularly well, but did not reach the semi finals, or for those who had surprised us 
by performing at all!
